








To be considered for a Mountain
Monarch, some form of a score sheet
and a WSF Hunt Report Form must
be provided, as well as, a photograph
or photographs which clearly show
the size of the animal. For this award,
WSF will accept various scoring
systems, but at a minimum the length
and four circumference measurements
of each horn must be provided for
sheep and the length and base circum-
ference of each horn must be provided
for other species. The score must be
certified by the hunter’s signature; it is
desirable that an official measurer also
certify the score.

These awards will only be given for
outstanding trophies. The Interna-
tional Awards Committee will, on a
yearly basis, determine the minimum
sizes to be considered. In general, an
animal must be in the top 20% of ani-

mals harvested to be considered. If, in
a given year, no animals of a category
fall in the top 20% - no awards in that
category will be given. In addition,
the number of Honorable Mentions
will be limited. In general, no more
than three (3) honorable mentions per
category will be awarded. Timelines
associated with these awards are as
follows. The deadline for submit-

tal will be two months prior to the
convention. The animal must have
been scored within 12 months of the
deadline and the animals must have
been taken within 18 months of the
deadline. This timing allows for some
delay after harvesting the animal to
obtain a proper measurement.

As part of the Mountain Monarch
Awards, any Caprinae taken that is truly
exceptional, may qualify for a Mountain
Monarch Award of Excellence.

INTERNATIONAL
GUIDE AWARD

This award is reserved for those Inter-
national Guides who are recognized as
icons within the international hunting
community. To be considered for the
award a guide must be recommended
by a member of the WSF and cannot
be an outfitter. In selection of a win-
ner the following will be considered:

1. A commitment to high ethical
standards and sportsmanship

2. The esteem in which the guide is
held by the hunting community and
his/her peers

3. The willingness to go the last mile
to ensure a quality hunting experi-
ence for his/her clients



4. Knowledge of the country that he/
she hunts and the wild game animals
in habiting that country

5. An unfailing sense of humor

6. A high work ethic and dedication
to the health, safety, and well being of
his/her clients.

This award will only be given if war-
ranted. No more than one award will
be given in a year. The selection pro-
cess and timelines associated with this
award are as follows. Nominations
will be solicited from the WSF mem-
bership and provided to the Interna-
tional Awards Committee no later
than four (4) months prior to the con-
vention. The International Awards
Committee will select a winner and
will forward their recommendation

to the Board for final approval. The
selection and Board approval is to be
completed three (3) months prior to
the convention. In general, we will re-
quire the awardee to be present at the
convention to receive the award. This
timeline gives us three (3) months to
contact the person to ensure they will
attend and to make alternate plans if
they will not.

INTERNATIONAL
OUTFITTER OF THE
YEAR

This award is reserved for those Inter-
national Qutfitters who are recognized
as icons in their profession. To be
considered for the award an Interna-
tional outfitter must:

1. Be a member of WSF

2. Have contributed significantly to
WSEF, hunting, and/or conservation

3. Enjoy a sterling reputation within
the hunting community, WSF, and the
International Outfitting community.

This award will only be given if war-
ranted. No more than one award will
be given in a year. The selection pro-
cess and timelines associated with this
award are as follows. Nominations
will be solicited from the WSF mem-
bership and provided to the Interna-
tional Awards Committee no later
than four (4) months prior to the con-
vention. The International Awards
Committee will select a winner and
will forward their recommendation

to the Board for final approval. The
selection and Board approval is to be
completed three (3) months prior to
the convention. In general, we will re-
quire the awardee to be present at the
convention to receive the award. This
timeline gives us three (3) months to

MOUNTAIN HUNTER
HALL OF FAME

The Mountain Hunter Hall of Fame
Award is WSF’s most prestigious
award. The award is reserved for those
select few who are truly considered
icons for the hunting community. To
be considered for the award, a mem-
ber must:

a. Be an accomplished mountain
hunter.

b. Have contributed significantly to
WSF, hunting, and conservation.

c. Have a sterling reputation within
the hunting community.

This award will only be given if war-
ranted. In general, one award will be
given yearly, however there is no limit
on a yearly basis. Determination of the
number of awards is at the WSF Board
of Directors discretion. No standing
members of the Board of Directors or
International Awards Committee will
be considered for this award.

The selection process and timelines
associated with this award are as
follows. The International Awards
Committee will prepare a list of can-
didates 4 months before the conven-
tion. This list will then be voted on by
the members of the WSF board and
previous winners of the award - the
voting to be completed 3 months prior
to the convention. In general, we will
require the awardee(s) to be pres-

ent at the convention to receive the
award. This timeline gives us three

(3) months to contact the person to
ensure they will attend and to make
alternate plans if they will not.
